Exodus 20:17 Do not want to have anything your neighbour owns. Do not 
want to have your neighbour’s house, wife, male or female servant, ox or 
donkey. (NIRV) 
 

Message:

We may see someone with nicer clothes, shoes, phones, tablets, school 
bags and other things. Nevertheless, it is what they have and you have 
yours that may not be as expensive or new. So we must not be jealous of 
what others own for we are not too sure as to how they gained what 
they have. Their parents might have purchased it for them, or they might 
worked to earn the money to buy what they want, or they might have 
received it as a gift.
